9:30 AM – Meet in hotel lobby for the bus to the Downtown Anchorage Tour.  First stop 

     is “Bear Square” where you have the opportunity to view two 15 minute films: The  

     Amazing Bears and The Amazing Trail.  Then take advantage of all the photo  

     opportunities:  dog sled, bear family, fishing boat, etc.  For an additional $12.00, you  

     can buy a “poke” (small bag) of genuine Alaskan gold mine dirt and try your hand at 

     panning or take it home as a souvenir.

     You will have until 1:30 PM to explore several gift shops such as Grizzly Gifts, Pia’s 

     Sweaters and The Alaska Mint.  Be sure to stop in at David Green’s Furriers.  You 

     may want to make a return visit there later on.  (Big savings – no sales tax in 

     Anchorage)  A block further West, located on the South side of the street, is the 

     Anchorage Visitor’s Bureau in case you are looking for more things to do and see.

     During this time you can lunch on your own at the following near-by restaurants:

     Rumrunner’s featuring gourmet burgers and pub-style food; The Salmon Chowder 

     House, where the cook makes Salmon and Halibut Chowder fresh every morning and

     also features Oriental dishes; Outdoor food cart in the corner of the park that serves

     a delicious Anchorage tradition, reindeer sausage.   (Other places available-See map.) 

1:30 PM – Meet back at Bear Square for the bus ride to the Ulu Factory. The Ulu knife 

     has been used for centuries by Native people and has become a familiar sight in many 

     modern kitchens. There is a tour of the factory lasting for about 15 minutes and then 

     you will have an opportunity to shop or just enjoy the beautiful views of  Ship Creek.

3:00 PM – The bus will return you to the hotel in plenty of time to prepare for Informal

     Opening Thursday night.

FRIDAY, AUGUST 12, 2011  (Wear casual clothes, comfortable walking shoes and 

     warm jackets)
